The fast-growing tourism is giving a lot of benefits to the economy for Japan. On the other hand, it
also has caused significant problems, in the form of increased plastic trash in Japan. In the past, much
trash of plastic bottles and bags deprived the chance of Mt. Fuji being honored as a Unesco World
Heritage Site. Because of the lack of trash bins on the streets, many tourists litter trash, especially
plastic bags, around the tourism spots. As a university student studying for the international tourism
business, I have been witnessing this situation daily. That is why I would like to approach with a
suggestion to travel agents in Osaka, and the Osaka Convention and Tourism Bureau. I call it the
“Friendly Tourist Program” .

As a foreigner living in Japan for almost three years, I have to learn a lot about how to separate
garbage properly. In my country, organizing trash is not more challenging than in Japan. In this
program, each tourist will receive a shopping bag, a vacuum bottle that they can use on tour. Because
water from faucets everywhere in Japan is safe to drink, tourists can access water from everywhere.
Shopping bags will help reduce many plastic bags because the needs for shopping for tourists are very
high. Besides, those items can be perceived as gifts from travel agents. Therefore, tourists can use it
regularly while they are on vacation, and when they look at them back at home, they will remind the
tourists of the tour.

People tend to realize a sense of satisfaction when things bring some benefits. Making tourists aware
of the benefits will motivate them to protect the environment. One suggestion might be the kiosk
service called “Good manners tourists’ in major tourism spots like Osaka Castle or Namba. At these
kiosks, tourists can give bottles and plastic bags. Also, they can earn some points through the app in
their smartphones. Those points can be changed into money, and tourists can use the money for the
hotel service or in the duty-free shops around the city. In this way, the program will help the local
people because they aren’ t disturbed with much trash in their neighborhood. It will also help protect
tourist spots, receive positive evaluation, and attract more tourists.

Gomi Festival where students start to be conscious of plastic wasting problem.
1. Present problem
Plastic wastes account for 80 percent of drifted garbage in Osaka Bay. Most of them are domestically produced.
We suspect that one of the reasons is that people are likely to buy something new and throw it away
because there are many opportunities to use plastics in their daily lives. In another country, there are some
activities to recycle plastics and not generate more waste. In Germany, for example, there is a deposit
system of returnable containers. If people bring empty plastic bottles to the supermarket, the salesperson
takes some off from the price. Because of this system, the recycling rate of plastic containers is 65% and the
recovery rate is increasing. We think that implementation of this activity supported by people” s attitude. It
1s necessary to take attitude in order to do activity for the plastic waste problem. There are some ways to
get an attitude. For example, holding an event, spreading through the Social Network System and classes in
a school. Given that students mainly implement, we would like to suggest holding “Gomi Festival” intended
for elementary and junior high school students, where students are able to learn the waste problem.
2. The purpose of Gomi-Festival
Throughout this festival, local elementary and junior high school students learn about the real waste problem
in Osaka Bay. Additionally, they will learn to think about what they can do in their daily lives to prevent
future pollution.
3. The Mechanism of Gomi-Pay
1. To earn points, participants can turn in different items, such as reused toys.
2. To earn points, people can join workshops or booths.
3. Participants are able to exchange their saved points for prizes.
This is to motivate people to join and leave less waste.
4. Introduction of four booths
We will build four booths focused on the following: “Making” , “Playing” , “Competition” and “Shopping”
First, students will join the booth that interests them the most.
Instead of only joining, they will also start “Making”, “Playing” and “Shopping” to achieve a change in attitude
in their daily lives.
5. Picking up “Making” and “Playing” from four booth.
“Making” ~Let s produce a work of art using plastics which are familiar with our life.~

Osaka is densely populated and the number of the elderly in “New-Town” is steadily increasing. In
other words, the whole community is aging in some areas in Osaka. To make our society sustainable,
connecting the elderly with society is one of the key ingredients. We will focus on technological
devices, and introduce a model where the elderly can interact with the younger generation as well as
the same generation.

In this presentation, we will introduce a new type of healthcare system with an emphasis on
Community Welfare to society which enhances the quality of life of the elderly. The elderly have fewer
opportunities to interact with one another and other generations. Less social connection can increase
the risk of dying alone and mental health problems, and also can increase the risks of dementia.
Besides, lack of social support from their friends or family can make them more likely to get
unhealthy because it is difficult to control themselves on their own as many papers show. Summing up,
less social connection increases medical costs. That is why we need such a new type of healthcare
system.

To solve the issues, we should provide a platform where the elderly can showcase their skills or
knowledge they gained from their life-long careers. In this platform, the elderly can easily find local
volunteer organizations and vice versa. You can quickly get the service overview if you already know
about Uber Eats, a sharing economy service that can connect restaurants and delivery people. Unlike
UberEats, the platform usually does not provide money to the elderly. However, we can expect
win-win relationships among all users because the elderly and young generation can learn new
perspectives from one another, and the feeling of belonging to the local community will make them
both healthier mentally and physically. This is what we regard as a new type of healthcare system
with an emphasis on Community Welfare.

If we implement and test the method in Osaka, we may get useful insights based on the big-data from
the platform. They will be highly applicable to other areas in Japan and other countries since the aging
society is one of the globally ongoing trends. We can make the world better by focusing on local
communities, from Osaka. “Think globally, act locally.” - as the popular saying goes.
